Lemon cake

Ingredients

1 cup of flour   / ½ teaspoon of baking powder / 1 pinch of salt / lemon zest / 1 teaspoon of vanilla
 essence /6 tablespoons of butter / 2 tablespoons of yoghurt / 1 cup of sugar / 3 large eggs / 3 tablespoons of lemon (or mandarin) jam / 2 tablespoons of  lemon juice / Vanilla ice cream (Optional )

Procedure
Preheat the oven to 165 co . Butter and flour a cake tin. Shake out the extra flour. Mix the baking powder, salt and lemon zest in a bowl.  Stir the butter and the sugar in the mixer until it becomes creamy.  Add one by one the eggs, steering well. Then add the vanilla, yoghurt, lemon juice and jam. Gradually and slowly add the flour –on a medium speed-beating for 2-3 minutes until a smooth butter. Turn the mixture into the tin. Bake for about 45-50 minutes until golden brown. Leave to cool. Turn out the cake and wait to cool completely. Serve with ice cream (if you want)

Ingredients
2 cups of all – purpose- flour sifted

2½ teaspoons of baking powder

3 tablespoons of sugar

½ teaspoon of salt

2 large eggs

½ cup of milk

2 tablespoons of melted butter 
Procedure

Sift together flour, baking powder, sugar and salt. In a separate bowl beat softly eggs and milk. Add flour to the batter stirring smoothly. Drop and blend melted butter. If the batter is too thick to pour, add some milk. Warm up very well a slightly oiled pan. Pour about ¼ cup of batter for each pancake in the pan.  Cook until a little thick around the edges and slightly golden brown. Turn it and let it golden brown the other side too.
